·  Highways- safety issues i. increased volume of vehicles driving past front door of neighbouring home which opens on to track. ii. The Council is concerned regarding the safety of children and families due to the increase of vehicles passing over the area where they walk.
·  Access way is inadequate width to cater for large vehicles such as the emergency services, would require to use driveway not in present ownership.
